Director Roseberry wanted to ensure that Lane’s time dedicated to Paisley for administrative support services are being billed to Paisley. It was explained that yes, any time that Lane is in Paisley for administrative/superintendent duties, is billed to the district along with any mileage expense accured. The reimbursement in question was Lane’s time for special education director duties. 
IG Report (Margie Colas)
Ms. Colas was not present at the meeting but the board was given a report in their board packet. 
Superintendent Report (Lane Stratton) 
Lane briefly touched on a few things that were included in his written board report including: 

· Lake County School District #7 has filled all of their administrative positions for next year. 
· Lane has worked with North Lake and District #7 on the 2026-27 MOUs. 

· There is a School Safety Response Team training scheduled in August. 

· ODE traveled down to Lake County to visit Adel School District to see their STEM lab. ODE is doing a research project on rural school district STEM labs. While in town, ODE attended District 7’s FFA banquet. 
· The ESD hired Samantha Williams as an SLPA who will be serving North Lake. She will work under Kathleen Jones. Samantha will also be helping Mike Benson with some of his Early Intervention caseload that’s located in the northern part of the county. 
· Paisley Distance Learning Program will be implementing a high school program. They will be piloting with their current eighth graders to move them into ninth grade and then continue that model the next few years. 

· District 7 has cancelled the need for instructional support for the remainder of the year. 

· Lane informed the board that his work schedule has changed a bit due to a lifestyle change. He will be working 7:30am-3:30pm.

Budget Resolution 2526-02
Ms. Sarensen presented a budget resolution for the purpose of moving appropriations within the General Fund to reflect actual staffing allocations split between special education teacher and Autism Consultant. This resolution also adds revenue and appropriations in the special revenue fund to reflect contracted services added mid-year, as well as increasing revenue to the EI/ECSE program in alignment with actual allocations.
